6.	 Are you currently working and/or studying? Please tell me more about your other time  
	 commitments? This would include teaching at any other studios.

7.	 If we were to move forward together and have you as a teacher at our studio what  
	 commitment could you provide us with in terms of availability? Days and times?

8.	 Tell me about why you left your last two teaching positions (this is if they have taught before)?

9.	 Depending on the classes you would take there is occasionally other times you’d be  
	 required to be at the studio including additional rehearsals, concerts, recitals,  
	 performances, faculty meetings, teacher training etc. We will always give you as much  
	 notice as possible when these things come up. How do you feel about these additional  
	 commitments? (this is quite an open question so you can get honest feedback).
